In May, the Foundation awarded $1,000 scholarships to nine exceptional 

high school student volunteers.  An equal amount was presented to the 

eight sponsoring nonprofits where the students volunteered.  Elsewhere is 

this report is an update on the students and how they are using their schol-

arships.  The Yolo Youth Service Awards program will continue in 2009. 

 

In November, the Foundation sponsored the second countywide celebra-

tion of Philanthropy Day.  Bob Lew and Marion Franck and Eric and Katie 

Stille were recognized by the Foundation for their philanthropic commit-
ments to our community.  Fourteen Yolo County nonprofit organizations 

attended with their chosen honorees. 

 

The Nonprofit Roundtable meetings continued for the second year.  Rep-

resentatives from scores of Yolo County nonprofits have met over brown 

bag lunches to learn from experts and share successes and challenges with 

other nonprofits.  Cath organized the meetings and arranged for the speak-

ers, who have presented on a range of topics including board governance, 

media strategy, collaboration, among others.
